








During 2008, a total of 469 new dwellings worth $131,017,540

were authorised for construction within the Taranaki region. This

represented a decline of 23.6 percent in number and 13 percent
in value from the previous calendar year.

Taranaki, however, fared better than nationally, where the
number of new dwellings authorised declined by 27.8 percent
during the 2008 calendar year, and the value of consents fell by
23.4 percent.

The following graphs reflect these over recent years.
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There were 837 consents issued for the construction and alteration of non-residential buildings in Taranaki during 2008. This is an
increase from the previous calendar year of 7 percent. Consents increased nationwide by 0.9 percent in the same period. The value of
non-residential consents was $75,409,988 for the Taranaki region in 2008, up 46 percent from the previous year.

The construction and alteration of farm building accounted for $25.1m of these consents.

The rural market ended 2008 with one of the lowest turnover rates in recent years. The REINZ, however, believed that properties were
still holding their value reasonably well despite a more challenging market.

They perceive median prices as being relatively stable across the whole rural sector at similar level to 2007. Taranaki has bucked this
trend with median sales for December 2008 of $2,175,000 relative to approximately $1,500,000 in December 2007.

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In the latest Massey University Rental Survey the national, private sector median weekly rent decreased by 1.67 percent bringing it
back to $295 per week, the same level as May 2008. The University’s Property Group stated that anecdotally, rents are being held
down by low net migration, an increase in the supply of houses available for rent due to the downturn in house prices and worries
about unemployment rising.

The following table shows the median rent in New Plymouth decreased from $280 in August 2008 to $270 per week in November
2008. The highest median rental accommodation is in North Shore at $380 per week, whilst Invercargill has the lowest median rent at

$195 per week.
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Home affordability comprises an assessment of three variables: house prices, wage rates and mortgage interest rates.

For the quarter ending November 2008, home affordability improved in Southland (10.3 percent), Waikato/Bay of Plenty (5.7
percent), Otago (4.8 percent), Wellington (2.5 percent), Auckland (0.7 percent) and Manawatu/Wanganui (0.7 percent). All other
regions showed declines. Taranaki recorded a decline of 5.1 percent.

On an annual basis, national affordability improved by 4.6 percent in 2008, and Taranaki’s home affordability rating improved 4.5
percent overall during this period.

Retail sales in the Taranaki region during the December 2008 quarter were estimated at $426.6 million, up from $394.8m recorded in
the September 2008 quarter, but down on the December 2007 quarterly result of $436.4m.

New Plymouth followed this move closely, as shown in the graph below. Retail sales for December 2008 for the New Plymouth urban
area was an estimated $294.8m.
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During 2008 339,449 room nights were sold in commercial accommodation, an increase of 14,809 or 4.6 percent. The average
length of stay was 2.02 nights. This resulted in total guest nights of 568,445 for the year, an increase of 11,787 or 2.1 percent

on 2007.

Taranaki’s growth rate in commercial accommodation surpassed the New Zealand average, as displayed in the table below:

Since 2000 arrivals and guest nights (in commercial accommodation) in Taranaki have continued to increase. The following graphs
show that guest nights are now 50.3 percent higher and visitor arrivals have increased by 55.9 percent since 2000.

NEW PLYMOUTH STRATFORD

There were a total of 270,097 rooms sold in the New Plymouth In the Stratford district a total of 27,124 rooms were sold in
District, an increase of 3.5 percent over 2007.

SOUTH TARANAKI

Room nights sold in the South Taranaki District in 2008 were 42,224, an increase of 5.5 percent over 2007. In total 70,900 guest
nights were stayed in the district, an increase of 4.2 percent. The occupancy rate of 22 percent was an increase of 3.8 percent on
2007. The average length of stay in South Taranaki was 1.98 nights.
